 V. Watch out for the trap of legalism.  
  

A. Legalism enslaves by going far beyond what keeping 
the law requires. 
 

B. Legalism fails to allow for appropriate exceptions that 
 honor God. 
 

C. Legalism leaves little freedom for individuals to exercise
